We have really been busy this past month and still have a lot on the agenda: 

*September 11, 2008:  Dinner Presentation on our Guatemala College of  Nursing Project included 

one CEU. We had great attendance despite the threat of ñHurricane Ikeò.  

*September 25-27: Our President, President-Elect & Leadership Intern attended Leader Academy and 

came back with great stories, great ideas, and newly found friends.  

*October 3-4:  Participated in Relay for Life raising over $1000 for the cause and kept the vigil 

throughout the night.  

*October 9: Participated in the Alzheimerôs Walk in three different cities: Tyler, Palestine, and Long-

view. Had a great contingent of walkers in each area and raised over $700 in addition to the provision 

of  a $250 major sponsorship.

We are truly excited about this as we have speakers from a 

variety of disciplines in healthcare: (physicians, nurses, social workers, therapists) talking about pain 

management in patient populations from birth to death to include even such specific populations as the 

mentally challenged and those with psychiatric illness.

*May 2009 (Date TBA): Our Annual Awards Banquet. We annually take this opportunity to recognize 

our special members, recognize our grant recipients, reflect on the past year and introduce the newly 

elected members of the board.  

*Guatemala School of Nursing Project: This project is always on the agenda. We are networking 

with the faculty at the Escuela Nacional de Enfermeria to determine our mutual needs. We intend to 

continue to help them with needed books and supplies but would also like to develop a faculty ex-

change program. We would sincerely appreciate any assistance from other chapters who have not had
