Dr. Robin Burke Britt, Ed.D., RN, committed WHCNP, Professor and Senior Development
Officer has spent 37 years to two passions in nursing: applying evidence to practice and
fundraising for nursing. She has a research background on bone density in adolescent fe-
males using Depot Provera (DMPA), a long term progesterone contraceptive, as well as
HESI/Elsevier REACH validity research. Her DMPA research helped lead to an FDA black
box warning for DMPA and bone density decrease. Dr. Britt will be retiring from TWU De-
cember 31, 2008 after 32 years and we wish her all the best.

Dr. Cesario, the Doctoral Program Coordinator at Texas Woman's University in Houston, is
a woman's health specialist with over 30 years of clinical, research, education, and policy
development experience. Addressing the healthcare needs of marginalized women at the
state, national, and international levels has resulted in the transformation of healthcare
delivery systems to improve the wellbeing of women and newborns worldwide.  She was
instrumental in creating the first Safe Haven law to protect abandoned newborns. Dr. Ce-
sario is a dual member of Beta Beta Houston and Beta Beta Delta At Large chapters of
STTI. She has served as vicepresident, present -elect and president of Beta Beta Houston.
